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As I look back on my earlier experiences, I found that work I did at now SRI International helped when two Land Rovers were sent to Mars.  It was expected they would, as I remember, only last a few months or so.  I remembered advising SRI International on their earlier spacecraft, on which I was performing some analysis one summer.  I advised that some redundancy in some critical parts would help in gaining future contract work.  The space project's lifetime would be extended, in other words.  Then I thought, at a later time when the rovers landed on Mars, that the robotic arm could shake off the dust on these two Land Rovers, thus extending their electrical lifetimes also.  I so advised, in a write-up.

And the post-Masters work I did at the Stanford Industrial Park, inventing a new decision-making technology for that project, was developed into a more comprehensive decision-making methodology as part of my dissertation, Towards Systems Development of a New City.  That project resulted from the earlier Stanford Internship I was involved with, in Washington, D.C.

And so, my early work in the Stanford University vicinity helped later in more substantial work and advisement.
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
